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Saving Animals – Teacher's Guide
Overview

In this activity students will learn about how people use and abuse animals as wll as ways to protect them from abuse.

Students' Prior Knowledge

The students can ... 

... present and backup an opinion.

... search for specific information using the Internet.

Objectives

The students will be able to ... 

... express personal wishes and opinions.

... interact for purposes such as agreeing and disagreeing.

... understand and express the main idea and supporting ideas. .

... react to content of something read, seen, or heard.

Procedure

Discuss how animals are abused in the home, in laboratories or on farms. Why do they think animals are abused in these situations? Ask the students if anyone has ever seen an animal abused. If yes, ask them to tell the class what happened and how they felt when they saw it happening. 

Give the students Activity One. Tell the students that they are going to read articles about how animals are abused as well as articles about how to protect animals. They will be asked to report what they learned. **If your school does not have Internet, go to Animaland (http://www.animaland.org), click on Read Issues and print several of the articles.

Option: For creative writing ask students to do Activity Two. 

Presentation

1. The students should report what they learned in Activity One and/or present Activity Two. 

2. In pairs or small groups ask the students to prepare one of the following:

· Prepare a campaign for a magazine, newspaper, TV and/or radio to protect animals

· Write a newspaper article for a local paper sitting how animals are abused in your area. Include suggestions how to resolve this problem.

· Prepare a 10 - 15 minutes lesson for younger children that will teach them how to take care of different animals. 

· Give an oral presentation, using visual aids, explaining what you learned from the article you read in this activity.
